5. As-ounts OMeer.—(1) Thara shall be an -Accounts
Qfficar of the Board, who shall be appointed by the Board
with the prior approval of the State Government.

16. Safe Custody of Answer Books.—The answer booksof

Provided that if a case relating the examination is
pending in & court, the answer book of the said
examination shall be kept in safe-custody till the
dispogal of the case. :
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17. Delegation of Powars, —The Board may delegate any
of its powars, conferred under the Act to any officer of the
Biard or authority subjzet to such terms and conditions as
it may deem fit.

18. Power to mae Rules.—The State Government may by
nobification in the official Guzstte, maks rules to carry out
the provisions of the Aect.

19. Removal of DiNeculties,—For ths remowval of any
difizulty arizing in thy im3l>m mtation of the provisins of
this Act the Shate Governmont may pass such orders s are
not inconsistent with the provisions of this Act.
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
